 Future professional potential based on past and current abilities 

5. Your completed application package will be evaluated based upon the quality 
of the application, its neatness, completeness, and organization.   

6. The SCMAF Orange County Scholarship Committee will consist of the 2009 
Scholarship Chairperson and 2009 SCMAF Orange County Scholarship 
Committee Members.
